As used in this chapter, the following terms sha11 have the meanings indicated:

FILMING

Therecording,onfilm,tape,orothermedium,ofmotioopictures'commercials'documentaries'

photography, with the intention that the end product be distributed commercially or shown or

irfriU["d ui*y place or locale where an adrnission fee is charged. The term "filming" shall not

include recording ofnews, political events and local sports or school events by any person for

,h" prr.por", of froviding news or information_about such activities or events, nor activities

coniained wholly wltUn Iny Uuitaing in the Village and which involve no physical activity or
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presence outside suchbuilding. The term "filming" also sha.11not include any recording or other

activity conducted by the Village when authorized by the Board of Trustees'

No person, firm, association or corporation shall commence, conduct, permit' or cause filming

ut uiy prop".ty, *t ether public or private, inthe village ofFishkill unless a permit therefor has

b""r, irrr"a [y the viiage Zoning Enforcement officer, and unless such filming is in

compliance with the terms and conditions of such perrnit and this chapter. As used hereil,

hkning shall include the use ofpublic properly forpersons, equipment, vehicles' props' cameras

and aay other items or materia.ls used in connection with such hlming'

$ 110-4 Permit aPPlication.

A. An application for a filming permit shall be made on forms provided by the Village

Clerk, and shall contain at least the following bformation:

(1) Name, address and telephone number ofthe person or entity owning the rights to the

fiim.

(2) Name, address, telephone number, and written consent ofthe owner ofthe property

*he.e the proposed fi1:aing is to be conducted, and the name, address, andtelephone number

ofthe location coordinator or other contact person'

(3) Purpose of the filming.

(4) Specific location ofthe property to be used'

(5) Dates and times of day that the property will be used'

(6) A description ofall vehicles and bulky equipment to be used in connection with the

iiming, togethei with the vehicle registration identification of al1 such vehicles.

(7) Such other information as may be required by the Zoning Enforcement officer or

Board of Trustees.

B. Any change in the planned fiLming activities for which a permit has been requesled

or obtairied slall be submitted in advance ofthe proposed changes and shall be approved or

denied in the same manner as the original application'

C. Application for a fihning permit must be submitted at least 10 business days prior to

the filst date of filming, unless the Zoning Enforcement offrcer waives this condition for good

cause.
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$ 110-5 Denial or issuancel permit contents; restrictions'

A. The Zoning Enforcement Officer may deny an application for a filming permit if it

does trot comply with the purpose and intent of this chapter or if the public interest wiil be

shown and upon a finding that such filmkrg will

.rot nai" a suistantial adverse effect upon any person or neighborhood.

D. On Sundays, no frhning in any area of the Viilage may commence before 10:00 a'm'

E. No filming activity shall interfere with the privacy or intrude upon the propefiy of any

rsident or property'owner urless a written consent is obtained ftom said resident or property

o\4'ner.

F. There shall be no rerouting of traffic in connection with the fiIming activity except

us ,p""in"Jty ulrtt orized by the Zoning Enforcement offrcer, in consultation with the village

Police Commissioner.

G. The frlming shall be conducted so as not to interfere with access to fire stations and

fue hydrants. Equipment, materials or obsfuctions shall not be placed within l5-feet of fue

;;;;;. p;rsadgways leading to fire escapes or fue-fighting equipment shall be kept free of

"irip.".rt, ^ut"rials 
or obstr,ictions. parking spaces for the handicapped shall be kept free of

equipment, materials or obstructions '

A. Upon the Zoning Enforcement Officer's own initiative or upon notice from any

person, the Zoning eofo."t-"oi Offi""' rnuy t*p"nd or revoke a frlming permit for any of the

following reasons:

(1)Violationofanylaw,ruleorregulation.oftheUnitedStates'thestateofNewYork'
the County of Dut"h*,, tr';'V;iG or-r"huu or any department or ageocy thereof'

(2) Violation ofany condition ofthe permit'

(3) Conduct that is detrimental to the health' safety or welfare of the residents ofthe

B. A decision ofthe Zoning Enforcemenl Qffrc3r 
to suspend or revoke a permit shall be
