Water Department History

The Village of Fishkill first established a public water supply in the 1930’s, the following
document was taken from the official record of the New York State Department of
Conservation Water Power and Control Commission, the forerunner to the current New
York State Department of Environmental Conservation, NYSDEC. This document
established the first water supply to serve the residents of the Village:

Cherles E., L, Norris, Meyor of the incorporated
village of Fishkill, in the town of Fishikill, Dutchess county,
ecting on behelf and in the neme of said municipality, on
August 15, 1930, made application to the Water Power and Con-
trol Commission for epproval of the plens of seid villege for
the acquisition or teking of & water supply, the taking and
condemnstion of lends for & source of water supply end of the
construction proposed in connection therewith. This epplice~
tion was filed in the office of the Gommission on August 20,
1930.

After due notice, pﬁblisped in the Beacon News, the
hearing on this épplication wes held in the Villege Hall, in
Fishkill, on September 10, 1830, at 1:00 o'clock in the after-
noon. At this hearing the Commission considered the petition,
maps and plans qpbmitted, examined witnesses and heard arguments
for the project. The petitioner wes represented by HMessrs,

t:oounsal; also the Mayor, Trustee Theodore Williems end Village
Clerk Delmsr C, Kétoh&m appeared in support of the applicetion.
Joseph E. Shay, Esq., of €old Spring, representing Messrs. Mosher,
Foremen, Ealght and ﬂabds; was present at the hearing but entered
no formal appaarancéfﬁ%
. On Sepi;hbér 10, 1930, the @Gommission caused en oﬁgin-
sering 1nspeotipﬁ to balmade of thg_sites of the proposed works

end of the proposed source of water supply.



WHEREFORE, the Water FPower and Control Commission
does hereby approve the said application, maps end plans of

the village of Fishkill as thus modified.
